Kirsten Bolwig, a PC Connector who was present at the Commemoration Day, sent the following... 
 

What a fantastic celebration of Hamish's life and work! Thank 

you so much for giving so many of us the opportunity - me 

included - to find some sort of closure.  

Standing, looking around at all the many people gathered there 

listening to Ba, Annie and Bernadette speak about Hamish and 

Parallel Community, I was reminded of the following metaphor 

that can serve us as we look to the future.  

The evolutionary biologist, Elizabeth Sartouris, says that, at a 

certain point in the evolution of a caterpillar, it becomes vastly 

over-consumptive, a voracious eater. It can eat hundreds of 

times its own weight. Indeed, one caterpillar can eat all the 

leaves on a small tree. 

At the same time, inside the molecular structure of the 

caterpillar, something called imaginal cells become active. They 

start waking up and looking for each other. They cluster together 

in groups inside the caterpillar's body and, when enough of them 

connect, even though they are not in the majority, they become 

the genetic directors of the future of the caterpillar. At that point 

all the other cells begin to dissolve and become what is called 

the nutritive soup - out of which the imaginal cells create the 

absolutely unpredictable miracle of the butterfly. 

I believe all of us who stood there are  imaginal cells come 

together in a cluster, profoundly aware as part of the Parallel 

Community, that we are all interconnected and needing to work 

together in community.  

As the Parallel Community, we are part of an emerging global 

phenomenon - Humanity's immune response is kicking in!! 

 The environmentalist and author of "Blessed Unrest", Paul 

Hawken, has spent years researching groups involved in social 

and environmental change and says: 



 

"There is another super-power here on Earth that is an unnamed 

movement. It is far different and bigger and more unique than 

anything we have ever seen.. It flies under the radar of the 

media by and large. It is non-violent, it is grass roots. It has no 

cluster bombs, no armies, and no helicopters. It has no central 

ideology. A male vertebrate is not in charge. 

This unnamed movement is the most diverse movement the 

world has ever seen. The very word "movement" is too small to 

describe it. No one started this worldview, no-one is in charge of 

it, there is no orthodoxy;  it is global, classless, unquenchable 

and tireless.....It is growing and spreading worldwide without 

exception....it has no roots, but primarily the origins are 

indigenous culture, the environment and social justice 

movements." 

In 2004 when he gave that speech, he estimated that there were 

somewhere between 250,000 and 500,000 groups world wide. In 

2008 he said that "it is now known that there are between one 

and two million."  

We in Parallel Community are part of the largest social 

movement in humanity's history, by far. Nothing compares with 

it.  

I believe the latest figures have topped the two and a half million 

mark. To give you some idea of the scale of this, if you were to 

watch a list of those movements scroll down your TV screens like 

credits, you would have to sit continuously day and night for 

more than two months.
