On one 
single day, shortly after Hamish’s death, it received 47,000 ‘hits’: a staggering number, which would have thrilled Hamish, 
and certainly thrilled the rest of us. Several hundred new people have joined; and lots of existing members have signed up 
to the website. However, PC still has many existing members who have not yet signed up to the “Meeting Place”, ie the 
interactive website, and nearly 100 who are not on-line at all, and receive newsletters and communications by post. 
Concerned that many members therefore would not have seen the wonderful tributes to Hamish that have been posted on 
the Meeting Place, we are producing this newsletter which largely consists of selections from these lovely tributes, and 
news of the special Celebration Day on May 8th. Hopefully this will help to encourage members who have not yet signed up 
at the Meeting Place to do so, and join the bright and lively interactive community that is forming up there. Go to the PC 
website www.parallelcommunity.com , click ‘Meeting Place’ on the left, and follow instructions. It’s really quite easy, with a 
bit of perseverance, will enable you to ‘meet up’ and correspond with other PC members, and open up a whole new world.

Hamish’s funeral service took place in a little chapel at Carbis 
Bay on February 9

th
. Friends world-wide had been invited to 

light candles and ‘join in’ in spirit, and waves of love and 
support were truly felt. Nathascha writes, “Hamish's funeral 
service was the most peaceful and joyous service one could 
imagine.  It was led by a dear old friend of Hamish who wove 
the celebration's readings and remembrances into a tapestry 
of love and light.  One felt carried along by the joy of 

celebrating Hamish's life 
rather than feeling 
overwhelmed by 
sadness.” Beautiful music 
was played; songs were 
sung; readings and 
tributes were read; the 
backdrop was a slideshow 

of Palden’s photos of the garden at Treviscoe created by 
Hamish and Ba; there were tears and there was laughter. At 
Hamish’s specific instructions, as he didn’t want anyone to 

feel sad, the service ended with everyone singing, “I’ve got a 
lovely bunch of coconuts”!  A special spot in Treviscoe's 
garden is being prepared 
for Hamish's ashes to be 
spread on May 8

and stood quietly as the

It will make a 
huge difference for generations to come; and those who seek to control us will realise that they are the 
deprived, that there are rewards a long way beyond money in living in harmony with friends and 
neighbours.
